MESSAGE FROM FR. COLLINS 
 

Dear Friends in Christ, 
 

The ability to adapt to the changes in our daily lives ap-
propriately is a sign of health and vitality. When we ad-
just to our changing needs, we create room for new ex-
periences and breed opportunities for growth. Our spir-
itual life demands that we grow in our relationship with 
God and reflect God’s love in our relationships with oth-
ers and the world around us. Every day gives us oppor-
tunities to allow the imprints of our love to be felt by 
others and in our community. Speaking about how 
“every tree is known by its own fruit," Jesus, in the gos-
pel passage of this weekend from Luke 6:39-45, calls us 
as his disciples to produce the fruits of his spirit, which 
is ultimately loving. 
 

Upon on us in the coming days is another Lenten sea-
son opportunity when we are called in a particular way 
to enter into the desert with the Lord. Beginning with 
Ash Wednesday on March 2nd, we start our forty days of 
a spiritual journey, which marks the forty days that Je-
sus spent in the desert, communing with the Father in 
preparation to accomplish the tasks of his public minis-
try and the paschal mystery.  
 

As a parish family of St. Patrick's, the theme for our 
Lenten journey this year will be centered on living the 
Corporal Works of Mercy. In its reflection for Ash 
Wednesday, My Catholic Life Inc. (MCLI) nicely captures 
the essence of mercy by saying, “Mercy is all about 
charity. It's about love in the way God wants us to love. 
It's about being free to let love consume us and take us 
over so that, in the end, all we want to do is love.” Con-
tinuing the MCLI reflection notes that the practice of 
love can be hard to establish in our lives but is the 
source of our joy and fulfillment. 
 

In paragraph 2447, the Catechism of the Catholic 
Church (CCC) describes the works of mercy as the 
"charitable actions by which we come to the aid of our 
neighbor in his spiritual and bodily necessities.” In-
spired by Jesus’ message in the gospel of Matthew 
25:31-46, the CCC teaches that “the corporal works of 
mercy consist especially in feeding the hungry, shelter-
ing the homeless, clothing the naked, visiting the sick 
and imprisoned, and burying the dead.” In keeping with 
the theme of living the Corporal Works of Mercy, the 
Human Needs Committee of our parish is organizing 
different programs that would help the less privileged 
in our community and beyond. The committee will have 
a table displayed at the main entrance of the church 
highlighting the various ways we can participate in liv-
ing the Corporal Works of Mercy.
