tunities for parish youth; fosters open communication 
between parents and the parish youth ministry team; 
and recruits, trains, assigns and evaluates the youth 
ministry activities and leaders. 
 

Qualiϐied candidates must possess knowledge of Catho-
lic theology with an understanding of and commitment 
to the Catholic Church and its mission, strong organiza-
tional skills, and must be self-motivated as well as be a 
good role model and faithful witness of the faith to the 
youth.
